Play

simple music, have children mimic and identify animals, birds,

machines, etc. The combination of many experiences will help to



develop the child’s readiness for learning. Please remember though

that a child should not be pushed to learn. An attempt to make a

child learn too early only frustrates the child and parent.

Simple activities that many forget, but that are very educational for

your child to do are coloring, mazes, tracing, dot-to-dot, and board

games. These help your child to develop both fine motor skills and

executive functioning (such as planning, organizing, strategizing,

paying attention to and remembering details, and managing time

and space).
